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What is ZIP?

Missionaries, Institute Students and Priesthood working jointly to:

· Fellowship new members.
· Re-activate less actives.
· Invite non-members to institute.
· Do missionary work:
· Invite non-members to Institute.
· Fellowship investigators.
· Help missionaries (with joint teaching etc.).
All aimed at youth in the age of 18 to 30, both married and unmarried.
What Missionaries do:
Before Institute Class

· Come early to coordinate with Activator and Teacher (15 minutes before class):
· Activator: Reactivation efforts, progress of YA investigators, joint teaches, etc.

· Teacher: Who will be attending and what are their needs?

· Offer your help. Bend over backwards to help Activator and Teacher.

· Become their best friend.

In Institute class

· Attend the Institute class.
· Participate in the lessons:
· Stimulate discussions by asking good questions.
· Participate don’t dominate.
· Network with the Instituters to encourage them to:
· Invite friends to Institute.
· Invite less active YA’s to Institute.
· Support reactivation activities organized by Instituters.
· Coordinate joint teaches with Instituters.
In Ward Council
· Primary responsibility for ZIP in Ward Council.
· Bishop and Activator pull the ZIP chariot.
· Missionaries stimulate and support:
· Coordinate with Activator what needs to be discussed.

· Help Activator to grow into his role. He feels responsible.

· Report success stories in every Ward Council.

In General …
· Focus your proselyting on YA’s.
· Go for ZIP, but don’t take control.

· Avoid any inappropriate circumstances with YA’s of opposite sex.
· Communicate problems, concerns, questions, comments with Hans Noot (Rotterdam Stake), Elder and Sister Panhuyzen (The Hague and Antwerp Stake) or Elder and Sister Bos (Apeldoorn Stake)
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Instruction for Teacher and Activator

Opening and welcome (One of the Instituters is always in charge!!)

· Who cannot attend?

· Instituters who need special attention (sickness, work, mission, exam, etc.) 

· Organize sending a card to these Instituters.

Prayer
Announcements
· Which Young Adults have recently been baptized or moved into the ward?
· Dances, firesides, who goes on a mission, etc.
Reactivation
· Take time for less active Instituters (YA’s).
· There is always a list of less active YA’s available (with “stars”

from the RS and the Elders Quorum).
· On which less active Instituters will we focus?
· How do we organize the process?

· Which less active Instituters can we visit with the Elders/Sisters?
· What has been accomplished?
· How can we support each other?
Missionary Work
· Which investigators and friends (18-30) can we invite for Institute?

· How can we “advertise” Institute with non-members

· How can we help the missionaries with (the teaching of) their investigators?
